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Science

We will discover local trees in our environment,
how they grow and reproduce and how they
change as the weather begins to warm, looking at
the difference between evergreen and deciduous
trees.

We will also look closely at plants and continue to
develop our class garden planting bulbs.

RE Judaism - Why do Jewish families talk about
repentance at New Year?
